to the cake, subsequent removal of the cupcake liner paper can create just enough
force to break the cupcake top off the cone. Secondly, the finished product is
top-heavy, especially when frosted, so that storing these is extremely difficult. |
couldn’t find a container in which | was able to safely keep the decorated treats from
falling over — which rules this out as a transportable classroom treat.

Ahhh...But the final analysis should be in the
taste, right? They both failed here, too. Neither
tasted as good as a good old-fashioned
cupcake. The moisture from the cake created
rubbery, chewy cones with something of a
cardboard-like flavor.

This treat's fate was truly sealed, however,
when my 11-year old daughter, after eating
one, said to me, “That was okay, but | still want
ice cream to go with it.”
